	Evaluation:  Did the students achieve all the objectives? What went well?  What did not work?

The lesson began with the students sitting around each table in the room D13. The students were given a time line hand out for them to add the key dates and the events throughout the lecture. At the beginning of the lecture, the aim and learning outcomes was verbally expressed and in depth explained on what the students will be learning. With the lecture including many historical dates and events, the main focus was on how art and design has changed from the austerity and post war years.

The main area of focus with regards to this lecture was the teaching delivery. Definitions were bullet pointed throughout the lecture for the students to gain a better understanding of what was happening around the topic. Diagnostic techniques were used throughout the lesson to assess prior learning. Some diagnostic techniques didn’t work well and these could have been developed further by using open questions and allocating time for the students to discuss what they think the meaning is. A video resource did not work and this was due to a sound wire that was missing from the smart board. If this was identified before the lecture then this would have helped the students to gain a better understanding by a visual approach.

The resources worked very well as it kept the attention of the students. The design in furniture and the Utility Scheme was included historical facts that were further investigated for the interior design students. There were images of the living area within different houses based around pre-war and post war. These images could have been used as a comparing task and including key words for the students to take part.  The ‘New Look’ was the strength to this lecture as it focused on the fashion in the late 1940’s. This area could have been further investigated for the interior and textile students by exploring prints and technology that became available around that time. Towards the end of a lecture, hand outs were given the students with question based on the lecture. The students worked in groups and discussed the questions at hand. At the end of the lecture the students were asked the questions and this was further explored by developing their knowledge.
Overall, this has been a successful lesson that included tasks, question and answers to assess learning.
